If there is an Education Health and Care (EHC) plan, any planned move to a post 16 or post 19 education setting or
training provider will be managed through the annual review of your EHC plan. All consideration of next steps will be
personalised and will include preparing for adulthood outcomes to aid transition into adulthood

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Child Benefit

Child Benefit stops on 31st August on or after a child’s 16th birthday if they leave education or training.
It continues if they stay in approved education or training, but you must tell the Child Benefit Office.
You'll be sent a letter in your child’s last year at school asking you to confirm their plans.

Tell the Child Benefit Office if your child is:

® leaving approved education
